You could use them for a Prayer meeting or/and for a Mission
emphasis on Poland and on the specific work we see here in Warsaw (see also links to Video
updates from Camps below):

1) Teaching at home Grades 10 & 11 for Rachelle and Tlmothy gives us qU|te a lot of
challenges. Sometimes Hanna cannot follow e .
the program or figure out how our teens can
learn. Please pray for great wisdom and help in
this area.

2) We need to fly to BC in June for High school
exams by the BC Ministry of Education for our
kids; Rachelle has also applied for a Music
event at the beginning of June — pray for the
Lord to guide these commitments in His will,
involving a trip to Vancouver and Kelowna (and
other places, as we will be able to visit a few churches) from June 1% to July 3™ .

3) We are starting to plan our camps for the coming summer - this is all done by faith,
as we depend on God for staff, for churches and for a good selection of themes,
materials, etc. Pray that the Lord will help us to organise this busy summer and to find
for camps/churches the needed staff from Canada and Poland.




4) Here is the draft schedule for the summer 2019 - for the sake of the Gospel of Jesus —
for you to pray for the Lord’s grace to save souls, to train our youth and kids, to
protect us from evil:

a. July 4-13™ with Music camp - evangelistic time with non believers in Slovakia;

July 20-27 with English & German camp in £odz;

5) Jessica and Daniel Fenske (from Surrey, BC) still lead their Kids Club in English, lots of
opportunities to talk with non believers — pray 7"
for parents A., for J. and for O. for spiritual
salvation; the Fenskes want to invite them for
our Easter event on April 14" and for one of
our summer camps.

6) Probably our most important prayer request
is connected with our Discipleship program
“Timothy” in our church in Warsaw, a
wonderful time of discipleship with regular
Saturdays (1 a month) and week day meetings (2 B® ‘
times a month) with 11 men from our church, and an additional 14 men from two other
churches. Pray for the power of the Lord (Matthew 28.18-20) to be shown in discipling
those dear men in their love for God, for His Word, and for His church. A huge
potential for godly leadership — with the vision of 2 Timothy 2.1-2. Pray for

perseverance and transformation, as we have 18 topics, books and Scripture readings
to cover over 2 years.
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Our work in Poland: We have focused in the last 2 years on (for Pierre) discipleship with men
in our church, and (for Hanna) on structuring a better ministry with Sunday school and Youth
ministry, especially with developing talents with
teaching and with music. We continue also to
provide leadership and training for many
evangelistic camps for churches during the
summer and winter — a wonderful opportunity in
